More than 80 employees representing offices from Northern Asia, Southeast Asia, the Middle East, India, and Australia recently
assembled in Singapore for a two-day regional leadership conference, the first of its kind held outside North America. CH2M HILL
plans to increase international staff (non-North American employees) from 2,500 to more than 6,000 by the end of 2010. Issues such
as unifying the global workforce and maintaining consistent project procurement and delivery methods were key agenda topics.
The international leadership team is planning to hold another similar conference to include employees from other theaters.

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Hong Kong CH2M HILL has been working in Hong Kong for 25 years. The government is
stressing the need of public/private partnerships in water and wastewater treatment projects.

Stonecutters Island Sewage Treatment Plant is Hong Kong's largest such facility and is
capable of treating 1.7 million cubic meters of sewage daily. The Hong Kong government is
implementing the second phase of the plant to further improve water quality, involving the
construction of an adjacent biological treatment plant, which will expand the current plant to
2.8 million cubic meters daily. CH2M HILL representatives and facility staff gathered outside the
information center (upper left) after a tour of the plant.

Singapore While in Singapore, directors went to the Changi Water Reclamation Plant
(left), a major component of a massive project CH2M HILL is working on to replace virtually
all of the island's wastewater system. The Changi project has been underway since 2001 and
is scheduled for completion in 2008. Several industrial facilities were also visited.
